Synoptic Conditions
On the 3rd a trough of low pressure was to the east of NZ and extended onto the North Island 
and at the same time a large intense anticyclone over SE Australia extended a ridge to the SE 
that covered the lower South Island.  Between these two systems a SE airstream developed 
over eastern NZ and on the 4th strengthened over the upper North Island due a secondary 
centre having developed from the trough off East Cape.
