Synoptic Conditions
A southern ocean cyclone propagated eastward well south of NZ and extended a trough over 
NZ.  This cyclone and trough passed eastward and then extended a westward trough back 
towards NZ from which a secondary centre formed.  On the 15th, an eastward-moving intense 
anticyclone collided with the trough east of NZ and a SSW airstream developed over NZ.  This 
flow was strongest over the eastern North Island on the 16th as a secondary cyclone formed 
from the trough well east of the Chatham Islands.
