Synoptic Conditions
A secondary cyclone developed west of NZ from a southern ocean trough between two 
anticyclones and travelled northeast-ward.  On the 14th the cyclone was NE of East Cape and 
had an anticyclone to the west and south.  It covered the eastern North Island with a SE 
airstream that later veered to the south.
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
