Synoptic Conditions
A cyclone from the subtropics (south of New Caledonia) moved southward towards NZ while NZ 
was covered by a large anticyclone.  On the 7th this cyclone was a trough over the Chatham 
Islands and North Island and contained a SE airstream on its western side that covered the 
eastern North Island.  Thus, Gisborne felt the tail-end of passing cyclone.
