Synoptic Conditions
A secondary cyclone developed east of Steward Island from a passing southern ocean trough.
On the 7th only a trough remained over and east of NZ and had a strong S to SSW airstream
on its western side that swept over eastern NZ and continued till the 8th when a cyclonic
centre redeveloped over the Chatham Islands and moved away only slowly. The strong
pressure gradient was enhanced by an eastward- moving anticyclone in the Tasman sea.
