Synoptic Conditions
A cyclone developed in the central Tasman sea west of North Cape from a southern ocean 
trough and moved through Cook Strait.  On the 18th this cyclone was east of Cook Strait while 
a rdige extended onto the South Island.  Between these systems a strong southerly airstream 
was created and swept over the eastern South Island and Cook Strait area and intensified 
during the day due to the cyclone moving slightly eastward and the ridge over the South Island 
strengthened.
