A small area of low pressure branched off from a southern ocean trough between two large 
anticyclones and moved northward.  On the 29th this area had merged with a trough from the 
subtropics and spread onto the East Cape area.  At the same time a large anticyclone covered 
NZ and between these features a SE airstream developed.  However, a strong pressure 
gradient was not observed.
