A cyclone developed over coastal Sydney from a southern ocean trough and moved souteast-
ward through the Tasman sea and across the lower South Island. On the 30th this cyclone was
between the Canterbury coast and Chatham Islands and pushed a strong S to SSE airstream
over eastern NZ. The pressure gradient had weakened by the early hours of the 31st as a
ridge spread over the North Island.
