Synoptic Conditions

A cyclone formed in the north Tasman sea west of North Cape. At this stage tt was
sandwiched between two anticyclones, and subsequently, its movement was limited. On its
southern side, an easterly pressure gradient swept through the Cook Strait area. A trough
then spread to the southeast over the eastern North Island and the flow was deflected to the
SE over the lower North Island and Cook Strait area. The strong pressure gradient was
enhanced by the presence of a ridge over the South Island. It wasn't till the 6th that the
cyclone crossed Northland and a weaker SE flow spread along the eastern North Island.
