Synoptic Conditions
A cyclone formed northwest of North Cape, travelled southeast-ward and crossed the upper 
North Island.  On the 1st, the cyclone was over the Chatham Islands and covered the North 
Island.  On its western side was a strong S to SSE airstream that swept over the eastern North 
Island.  Early on the 1st, the pressure gradient was strongest over the lower North Island and 
then moved northward to be over upper North Island later in the day, before weakening as the 
cyclone moved away east.
