Synoptic Conditions
A secondary cylone developed from a southern ocean trough over Cook Strait.  On the 3rd this 
cyclone was over the Chatham Islands and covered the North Island.  On the western side of 
this cyclone was a strong southerly airstream that swept into the Cook Strait area and over the 
lower South Island.  The cyclone remained near-stationary over the Chathams till the 4th and 
this maintained the S to SSE airstream in the Cook Strait area that eventually spread up the 
eastern North Island.
