A trough from the southern ocean moved across NZ and developed a secondary centre off the 
Otago coast.  It then moved northeast-ward to be over the Chatham Islands on the 1st.  At the 
same time large intense anticyclone was in the north Tasman sea with a ridge to the south that 
extended over the lower South Island.  Between the ridge and cyclone a strong southerly 
airstream developed and affected eastern NZ.
