A cyclone developed off the Brisbane coast and developed into a large cyclonic system as it
moved southeast-ward across the Tasman and over the lower North Island. On the 19th this
cyclone was southeast of the Chatham Islands and extended a trough towards NZ and over the
North Island. A strong S to SSW airstream occupied the western sector of the cyclone and
swept over the eastern North Island and upper South Island. The flow then weakened and
veered to the SW.
